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"To those who through the righteousness of 
our God and Savior Jesus Christ have re-
ceived a precious faith. Grace and peace be 
yours in abundance through the knowledge of 
God and Jesus our Lord." (2 Peter 1:1-2)  
 
When October ends, we begin to approach 
the "holiday season." First we focus on 
Thanksgiving, remembering all the blessings 
God has freely given to us (and please join us 
for an opportunity to worship with Grace and 
Bethel-Murdoch churches on Sunday, Novem-
ber 22nd in the evening!).
